METHODOLOGY REPORT

The Pew Hispanic Center conducted a public opinion study among people of Latino background or descent that was designed to elicit opinions on issues related to politics.  In order to fully represent the opinions of Latino people living in the United States, Social Science Research Solutions/SSRS conducted interviews with a statistically representative sample of the Latino population.

Interviews were conducted from November 11th through November 30th, 2008 among a nationally representative sample of 1,540 Latino respondents age 18 and older. Of those respondents, 622 were Native born (including Puerto Rico) and 914 were Foreign born (excluding Puerto Rico), and 804 were registered voters.  The margin of error for total respondents is +/-3.02 at the 95% confidence level.  The margin of error for Native born respondents is +/-4.79 at the 95% confidence level.  The margin of error for Foreign born respondents is +/-3.76 at the 95% confidence level.  The margin of error for registered voters is +/-4.22 at the 95% confidence level.

This report is organized in four sections.  The first section discusses the sample design.  The next section describes data collection and fielding. The final two sections address weighting procedures and the response rate to the survey.

I.  Sample Design

The study employed landline telephone exchanges and utilized a disproportionate stratified RDD sample of Latino households.  All males and females age 18 and older and of Latino origin or descent were considered eligible for this survey.  

The sample frame was stratified via the Optimal Sample Allocation sampling technique.  This technique provides a highly accurate sampling frame, thereby reducing the cost per effective interview.  In this case, SSRS examined a list of all telephone exchanges within a target area (national, by state, etc.) and sorted them based on Latino households.  
Next, SSRS divided these exchanges into various groups or strata using estimates of Latino household incidence and heritage within each NPA-NXX (area code and exchange), provided by the GENESYS System.  Derived from Claritas, these estimates are updated at the NXX level with each quarterly GENESYS database update.  The basic procedure involves ranking all NPA-NXXs in the United States by the incidence of Latino households.  The sample was also run against InfoUSA and other listed databases, and then scrubbed against known Latino surnames.  Any “hits” were subdivided into a ‘surname’ strata, with all other sample placed into other ‘RDD’ strata. The study employed five strata as indicated below.

It is important to note that the existence of a surname stratum does not mean this was a surname sample design.  Using RDD sample, the telephone numbers were divided by whether they were found to be associated with or without a Latino surname.  This was done simply to increase the number of strata (thereby increasing the control we have to meet ethnic targets) and to ease administration (allowing for more effective assignment of interviewers and labor hours).  

For purposes of estimation, SSRS employed an optimal sample allocation scheme.  This “textbook” approach allocates interviews to a stratum proportionate to the number of Latino households, but inversely proportionate to the square root of the relative cost, where relative cost is a simple function of the incidence.  Thus, the number of completed interviews increases from the lower incidence strata to the higher incidence strata.  

II.  Fielding and Data Collection 

The field period for this study was November 11th through November 30th, 2008.  The interviewing was conducted by ICR/International Communications Research in conjunction with SSRS/Social Science Research Solutions in Media, PA. All interviews were conducted using the Computer Assisted Telephone Interviewing (CATI) system. The CATI system ensured that questions followed logical skip patterns and that the listed attributes automatically rotated, eliminating “question position” bias.

CATI interviewers received both written materials on the survey and formal training.  The written materials were provided prior to the beginning of the field period and included: 

1. An annotated questionnaire that contained information about the goals of the study as well as detailed explanations of why questions were being asked, the meaning and pronunciation of key terms, potential obstacles to be overcome in getting good answers to questions, and respondent problems that could be anticipated ahead of time as well as strategies for addressing them. 

2. A list of frequently asked questions and the appropriate responses to those questions.

3. A script to use when leaving messages on answering machines.

4. Contact information for project personnel.

Interviewer training was conducted both prior to the study pretest (described below) and immediately before the survey was officially launched.  Call center supervisors and interviewers were walked through each question in the questionnaire.  Interviewers were given instructions to help them maximize response rates and ensure accurate data collection.  They were instructed to encourage participation by emphasizing the social importance of the project and to reassure respondents that the information they provided was confidential.   

A pretest of the survey instrument and procedures was conducted on November 11, 2008.  The sample for the pretest included both registered and non-registered voters.  Overall, the flow of the survey was good and the respondents remained interested throughout.

Interviewers were monitored throughout the field period and were provided feedback, where appropriate, to improve interviewer technique and clarify survey questions.  

For this survey, SSRS maintained a staff of Spanish-speaking interviewers who, when contacting a household, were able to offer respondents the option of completing the survey in Spanish or in English.  A total of 546 respondents were surveyed in English and 976 respondents interviewed in Spanish (and another 18 equally in both languages).

III.  Weighting Procedures

Survey data were weighted to (1) adjust for the fact that not all survey respondents were selected with the same probabilities and (2) account for gaps in coverage in the survey frame.  Pre-weights address the differential sampling rates described in section 1 of this report.  In addition, the data were put through a post-stratification sample balancing procedure utilizing national 2008 estimates from the Census’ Current Population Survey, March Supplement, on gender, education, age, region, foreign/native born status, year of entry into the U.S., and Hispanic heritage.  

IV.  Response Rate

The response rate is the number of people who completed the survey divided by the number of people who were eligible for the survey.  In estimating the response rate for this survey, we define four categories of sample records based on AAPOR response rate calculations.  There are two categories of eligible sample records:  (AAPOR Category 1) those that resulted in a completed interview and (AAPOR Category 2) those that did not.  The latter includes persons who refused to be interviewed and those who broke off the interview part way through, as well as any sample record that was determined to be a household (e.g., an answering machine indicated that it was a household and not a business).  AAPOR Category 4 includes sample records that are known to be ineligible, such as business numbers, fax machine numbers, non-working numbers, and vacant or second homes.  Finally, AAPOR Category 3 includes all sample records for which eligibility is unknown, such as sample records that result in a “no answer” (continuous ringing with no answering machine).  This latter category is difficult to deal with in constructing the response rate since it is likely that some are sample members in the category who are eligible for the survey and some are ineligible sample members.  

The response rate for this study was calculated to be 40.5% using AAPOR’s RR3 formula. Following is a full disposition of the sample selected for this survey:
